BLM to Revise Proposed Plan Amendment
on Furnace Creek

The Bureau of Land Management (BLM) has with-
drawn for revision its pending proposal regardomgh-
term management of a 3.75 mile-long portion of the
Furnace Creek Road leading up to the Inyo National
Forest boundary in Mono County.

The road segment has been closed since 2003 to pro-
vide interim protection of sensitive resources ocade

ing to BLM Ridgecrest Field Manager Hector Villalo-

Some 18kcpu
protests were received, Villalobos said, pointing o
weaknesses in regard to the wilderness, cultural re
sources, and cumulative impact analysis.
